Code of Conduct Agreement

IOC 2008 participants, counselors, teachers and administrative staff are expected to demonstrate behavior consistent with the high ideals of the International Outreach Program and must abide by the provisions of this agreement while in attendance at any IOC 2008 event.  

Responsible Behavior

1. No alcohol is permitted on the camp site. Participants over 18 years old are permitted to consume alcohol only when they are away from the camp site. Any violation of this may result in being removed from the camp.
2. No participants may exhibit drunken behavior during camp events or in the campsite. Any violation of this may result in being removed from the camp.
3. Participants may not possess or use any drugs or other controlled substances with the exception of medication prescribed for the attendee.

4. Participants are expected to abstain from any activity of a sexual nature.

5. Participants may not possess weapons, firecrackers or anything of a dangerous nature.

6. Participants will be respectful of cultural and gender differences and roles. Harassment in any form will not be tolerated.

7. Participants should regard themselves as current and future leaders and should not act in any way unbecoming an IOC 2008 Participant.
8. Participants are expected to attend all required class and team events on-time.  Participants who are unable or unwilling to attend may be asked to leave.  
Lodging

1. Participants staying in block housing or dormitories must sleep in their assigned room.

2. Female participants are not allowed in the room of any male participant and male participants are not allowed in the room of any female participant unless a staff member is present.

3. All participants are expected to abide by a curfew from 01:00 AM until 6:00 AM. During this time the participants who are awake must be in their assigned location and not disturb those who are sleeping. 
4. Campsite block housing/dormitories provide limited facilities (cold or limited showers and group sleeping rooms). Participants will be separated into male and female only spaces and supervised by camp counselors. 
5. Emergency visits must be approved in advance by the camp director and will be considered on a case-by-case basis. Visitors who have not received camp director approval will be asked to leave the camp site immediately.

Dress Code

1. All participants are expected to wear “casual” clothing. This includes shorts, t-shirts, jeans, sweatshirts, etc. Participants should be prepared to participate in sports activities so will need closed-toed, comfortable shoes for those activities. Participants may want to bring a single dressier outfit.

2. All participants are required to wear their name tags during IOC 2008 events.

Enforcement

1. Violations of this agreement may result in notification of program, parent, university or school sponsor. 

2. Violations of this agreement may result in dismissal of the attendee from the event. International attendees will be escorted to Yerevan and assisted in departing from the country. Participants will be responsible for any additional costs incurred through their dismissal. 

3. The agreement must be signed right after the participant’s final selection. Expectations of this conduct are effective from the time you arrive for the event until the time you depart.
