Kapitoshka (Children’s Camp)    -     Project Leader: Dima Say
Location: Antonovka, Novoodeskiy region, Mykolayiv oblast

Participants: 50-55 Antonovka children, aged 7-12

Staff: 15-16 (14-15 Ukrainian/International student leaders, 1-2 PCVs)
The project will take place at the orphanage in the village of Antonovka. The participants will be orphans, children from local disadvantaged families, and children from traditional families. The aim of the project is to teach the children skills in teamwork and social interaction and encourage healthy lifestyles to improve their chances for a healthy, productive and enjoyable life. The teaching will be done through such classes and activities as: drama, music, “creativity” (writing, reading, painting, handicrafts), health, dances, movie classes and sports. In addition to classes children will be involved in team work and team competitions. All students will attend English classes. Participant teams will include a range of ages (e.g. each group might have members from 7-12 years of age).   Language: Knowledge of Russian/Ukrainian is highly desirable

_____  Arts Festival    -     Project Leader: Ira Yevdokimova
Location: Mykolayiv, Ukraine

Participants: 60 students, age 16-21

Staff: 14 (4 PCVs, 10 Ukrainian/International student leaders)

Students will be divided into six groups: 3 drama (30 students) and (3) art. Students will attend classes about HIV/AIDS and an art field as they work to produce a piece of drama/art around the theme of HIV/AIDS. Participants will demonstrate their work during final public performances. Training classes will be held in English but final presentations will be in Russian/Ukrainian. This arts festival will attract public attention to the problems of HIV- positive people (stigma and discrimination), and raise public awareness of the problem of HIV/AIDS.   Language: Training classes, English; Drama/music productions, Russian

_____  Orphans Day Camp and Community Awareness Project - Project Leader: Ed Riehl (PCV) & group of students
Location: Kharkov, Ukraine

Participants: 40-50 children
Staff: 30 (From IOC 5 Ukrainian/International student leaders/1 PCV)
This project aims to accomplish three goals: (i) to increase community awareness of the Kharkov orphanages and the needs of orphans; (ii) to raise funds to improve training and facilities at the orphanage; and (iii) to raise the self-confidence and skill levels of the orphans in ways suitable to their age/gender groups.  Twenty IOC participants will join thirty Kharkiv students in implementing this project. The Kharkiv team will send five members of their core team to IOC in Borsheev to help you prepare for this amazing program where you will either work at a day camp teaching students arts, crafts, teamwork, and more OR join the fundraising and community awareness team in a variety of projects. Language: Knowledge of Russian/Ukrainian is highly desirable

Talking about Domestic Abuse   –   Project Leader: Andrea Ahlert (PCV) with a group of Cherkassy students

Location: Cherkassy 
Participants: 100-150 community members (for final production)

Staff: 12 (2 PCVs; 10 Ukrainian/International staff)

Staff will create a dramatic production about domestic abuse in Ukraine for local community members. Organizations will attend production and provide information about resources available in the community. The event will be filmed and copies distributed through Peace Corps and educational institutions in Ukraine. The goal of the project is to open a cultural dialog about the issue of domestic abuse in Ukraine. Staff will visit a local orphanage to explore the effect domestic violence has on families and will use this experience to inspire their performance. Orphans artwork will be displayed at the production. 

Information about follow-up training programs and fundraisers will be available at the production. Attendees will be encouraged to join these follow-up programs.  Language: Knowledge of Russian/Ukrainian is desirable.

Intercultural Theater Camp – Project Leader: Shannon Zimmerman (PCV) with Natalya Antonyuk (Teacher)
Location: Yuzhnoukrainsk, Mykolayiv Region
Participants: 40 9th and 10th form pupils
Staff: 14 (4 PCVs; 8 Ukrainian/International staff, 2 local teachers)

Staff will guide students to create four separate theater productions with an underlying theme of intercultural communication. Students will create theater productions including writing, props, costumes, lighting and sound. Students will also participate in team activities designed to help building their skills in teamwork, creativity and confidence. Language: Intermediate level of English or above.
